
Milwaukee Green & Heritage Tour
February 4 – 5, 2012

Join the Bronzeville Alliance on a tour to Milwaukee as we explore a few of the city’s Green initiatives 
and some of its African American history. This overnight excursion is designed for Chicagoans to learn more about 
Milwaukee’s burgeoning green economy and its cultural similarities to some of Chicago’s cultural landscape. Where 
possible, it is our hope that participants are able to create linkages that connect to projects in their own communities. 
Tour sites include:

Wisconsin Black Historical Society/Museum – This museum documents and preserves the historical heritage of African 
descent in Wisconsin. They serve as a resource center for all people interested in Wisconsin’s rich African American 
heritage, the Museum's purpose is to encourage and promote family community and cultural activities.

Growing Power – This green organization provides hands-on training, on-the-ground demonstration, outreach and 
technical assistance through the development of Community Food Systems that help people grow, process, market and 
distribute food in a sustainable manner. Growing Power’s founder, Will Allen, was the first African-American to play 
basketball for the University of Miami.

Sweet Water Organics – This urban farm is located in the Bay View neighborhood of Milwaukee and has re-purposed 
unused industrial building space. They use aquaponics to grow fresh, safe produce and fish for local Milwaukee 
residents, restaurants and groceries. They strive to become a resource for job creation and use of urban settings.

Walnut Way – This neighborhood organization was founded by residents in 2000. Its offices are located at 2240 N 17th 
Street in a carefully renovated, formally infamous drug house. Understanding the importance of valuing place, residents 
restored this 1910 house, slated for demolition into an active Center where youth, families, elders, homeowners and 
renters participate in community development.
